- 1. to murder (a prominent person) by surprise attack, as for political reasons.

- (v) to attack someone violently

assailant (n) – útočník 
- a person who attacks another person
- syn – attacker 
blackmail (v, n) – vydierať, vydieranie 

- (v) to exact (vyžadovať) or attempt to exact (money or anything of value) from a person by threats or intimidation (zastrašovanie)

- syn. extort (vymáhať)

- (n) the act of attempting to obtain money by intimidation, as by threats to disclose discreditable information

- syn. extortion 
blackmailer (n) – vydierač 

- a criminal who extorts money from someone by threatening to expose (odhaliť) embarrassing information about them

- syn – extortioner, extortionist 
bribe (n, v) – úplatok, podplatiť 

- (n) money or a present that you give to someone so that they will do something for you, usually something dishonest
- (v) to try to make someone do something for you by giving them money, presents, or something else that they want
bribery (n) – úplatkárstvo, podplácanie, korupcia 
- the act or practice of offering, giving, or taking a bribe
burglary (n) – vlámanie, lúpež

- the crime of either entering a building as a trespasser with the intention of committing theft, rape, grievous bodily harm, or damage
- syn – break-in, housebreaking
burglar (n) - vlamač

- a person who commits burglary
- syn – housebreaker 
burgle (v) – vlámať sa

- commit a burglary; enter and rob a dwelling

drink-driving (n) – šoférovanie pod vplyvom alkoholu 
- driving a car after drinking alcohol

drink-driver (n) 
- a person who drives while under the influence of alcohol

drug traffic(king) (n) – obchodovanie s drogami
- buying and selling drugs

drug-trafficker (n) – drogový priekupník 
- an unlicensed dealer in illegal drugs

espionage (n) – špionáž 
- the use of spies to obtain secret information, mainly by governments to discover military or political secrets
- syn - undercover work, spying
spy (n, v, adj) – špión, byť špiónom/špehovať, špionážny 
- (n) a secret agent hired by a state to obtain information about its enemies or by a business to obtain industrial secrets from competitors

- syn – undercover agent 
- (v) secretly collect sensitive or classified information; engage in espionage

- (v) to search for or examine something closely or carefully

fraud (n) – podvrh, falzifikát, sprenevera, podvodník 
- the crime of getting money by deceiving people
- someone or something that deceives people by saying that they are someone or something that they are not 

fraudster (n) – podvodník 
- someone who gets money by deceiving people
- syn – swindler 
defraud (v) – podviesť, spreneveriť 
- to take something illegally from a person, company, etc., or to prevent someone from having something that is legally theirs by deceiving them
- syn – swindle, cheat 
forgery (n) – falšovanie, falzifikát 
- an illegal copy of a document, painting, etc. or the crime of making such illegal copies
forger (n) – falšovateľ, falzifikátor 
- a person who commits forgery

forge (v) – falšovať 
- to make an illegal copy of something in order to deceive
hijack (n, v) – únos, uniesť (dopravný prostriedok)

- (n) an act or instance of hijacking

- (v) to seize control of (a vehicle such as an airplane or bus) by use of force, especially as a way of reaching an alternate destination or as an act of terrorism

hijacking (n) – únos
- robbery of a traveller or vehicle in transit or seizing control of a vehicle by the use of force

hijacker (n) – únosca 
- someone who uses force to take over a vehicle (especially an airplane) in order to reach an alternative destination

idenity fraud (n)
- the crime of setting up and using bank accounts and credit facilities in another person's name without his or her knowledge

- syn – identity theft 

identity fraudster (n)
- a person who uses bank accounts and credit facilities in another person's name without his or her knowledge

Internet piracy (n)
- the practice of using the internet to illegally copy software and pass it on to other people
Internet pirate (n)
- person or group of people who "illegally" download or upload movies and/or music, documents
kidnap (n, v) – únos, uniesť
- (n) the crime of taking someone away by force and demanding money in exchange for releasing them
- (v) to take a person away illegally by force, usually in order to demand money in exchange for releasing them
kidnapping (n) – únos
- an occasion when someone is kidnapped
kidnapper (n) – únosca 
- someone who unlawfully seizes (zmocniť sa) and detains (zadržiavať) a victim (usually for ransom)

- someone who illegally and intentionally kills another person
murderess (n) – vrahyňa

- a woman who commits murder

pickpocketing (n) 
- stealing from the pockets or handbags of others in public places

pickpocket (n, v) – vreckár
- (n) a person who steals from the pockets or handbags of others in public places 
- syn – cutpurse 
- (v) to steal from the pockets or handbags of others in public places

rape (n, v) – znásilnenie, znásilniť 
- (n) the crime of forcefully having sex with someone against their wishes
- (v) to force someone to have sex when they are unwilling, using violence or threatening behaviour 

rapist (n) – sexuálny násilník, páchateľ znásilnenia 
- a person who forces someone to have sex with them
robbery (n) – lúpež, lúpenie  
- an instance of unlawfully taking the property of another by the use of violence or intimidation

robber (n) – lupič
- a person who steals something from a place, vehicle, or institution, for example

rob (v) – vylúpiť 

- to take property from (a person) illegally by using or threatening to use violence or force

shoplifting (n) – krádež v obchode 
- the act of stealing goods that are on display in a store

shoplifter (n) – zlodej 
- a person who steals goods from a shop during shopping hours while posing as a customer

shoplift (v) – kradnúť (v obchode)

- to steal merchandise (tovar) from a store

smuggling (n) – pašovanie, pašeráctvo 
- the criminal offense of intentionally and secretively bringing an item into a country without declaring it to customs officials and paying the associated duties or taxes, or of bringing a prohibited item into a country

smuggler (n) – pašerák 
- someone who imports or exports without paying duties

smuggle (v) – pašovať 

- to bring into a country (a prohibited item) secretively and intentionally, in violation of the law

- to take the property of another without right or permission

- the unlawful taking of the property of another

- a person who steals something from another

vandalism (n) – vandalizmus

- a person who deliberately (úmyselne) causes damage or destruction to personal or public property
