- the people between two particular ages, considered as a group [= age group], single people in the 40-50 age bracket
(in the) Stone/Bronze/Iron Age

take/spend ages (doing) – trvať/tráviť celé veky 
ages ago – veľmi dávno 
it seems/feels like ages (since) – zdá sa, že prešli celé veky od 
run its course

- if something runs its course, it continues in the way you expect until it has finished, That agency opted to let nature run its course.
in/during the course of – počas 
- During the course of our conversation, it emerged that Bob had been in prison.

in due course – v správnom čase 
- Further details will be announced in due course.

on course for/to do – na ceste za 
- likely to achieve something because you have already had some success, If he wins today, he's on course for the Grand Slam.
course of action/events – postup, sled 
- I agreed that this was the only sensible course of action.
make sb’s day 
- to make someone very happy, Hearing her voice on the phone really made my day.
day by day – každým dňom, postupne 
- Her health was improving day by day

from day to day

- used to say that something continues or keeps changing, My health is improving from day to day.
any day now – čoskoro
- Kelly's expecting the baby any day now

in this day and age – v dnešnej dobe 
- It's incredible that such attitudes still exist in this day and age

day off – voľný deň
- I'm taking a few days off before the wedding.

day out

- a trip you make for pleasure on a particular day, A visit to the caves makes a fascinating day out for all the family.

day trip 
come to an end – skončiť 
- At last it seemed the war might be coming to an end.

bring sth to an end – ukončiť niečo 
- It's hoped the talks may bring the violence to an end.
put an end to – ukončiť niečo 
- It's hoped the talks may put an end to the violence.

at/by the (very) end (of) – na (úplnom) konci/do (úplného) konca 
no end in sight (to) – koniec je v nedohľadne 
- Another year has passed, with
no end in sight
to the suffering.

at an end

- He rose to show that the conversation was at an end.

(for) hours/weeks on end – dni/týždne bez prestávky 
in the end – nakoniec (po určitej dobe, zvažovaní)
- What did you decide in the end?

at the end – na konci, v záverečnej fáze 
- What would she find at the end of her journey?

hardly ever – zriedkakedy 
if ever – ak vôbec 
- He's a natural comedian if ever there was one.

first/only sth ever (to)

- He is the only person ever to help me. 

bigger/better than ever

as ever – ako vždy, tradične 
- used for saying that someone’s behaviour or a situation is the same as usual, or the same as it has always been, Gordon, as ever, tried to make difficulties.
ever since – celý čas od
- We've been friends ever since we were at school together.

forever/for ever

keep regular hours

- do the same thing at the same time every day

keep late hours 

- to stay up or stay out until very late at night, I'm always tired because I keep late hours
work long hours

for hours (on end) – hodiny (bez prestávky) 
- I have been working on it for hours on end. 

(during) school/working hours

at all hours – hocikedy 
- If you have a problem, you know you can call at any hour of the day or night.

until all hours 

- until very late, Mary is out until all hours, night after night
after hours – po otváracej/pracovnej dobe 
- after the regular closing time; after any normal or regular time, such as one's bedtime, John got a job sweeping floors in the library after hours.

out of hours 
- adjective referring to healthcare services in the UK which are provided in the evenings, at night and at weekends

- Mike's done a good job of painting the windows.

make the best of a bad job – zachrániť situáciu 
- to try to salvage something from a ruined situation, When the dry cleaners ruined Mrs. Anderson's coat, they made the best of a bad job by offering to buy her another one.
have a job to do/doing – mať niečo na práci, mať prácu 
sb’s job to do – niečia povinnosť 
- It's my job to make sure that the work is finished on time.

out of a job – nezamestnaný
